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The Committee meets this morning to receive tesimony from the member tribes of the
Montana-Wyoming Triba Leaders Council on their goals and priorities for the 107™" session of the
Congress.

This hearing isthe Sxth in a series of hearings to gather thisinformation from tribal governments
across the country.

The Committee has dso participated in two Tribad Leaders forums, in the Pacific Northwest
and in Southern Cdifornia, for the same purpose.

Tegtimony received from dl of the Tribes will not only be published in the record of hearings,
but a compendium of the gods and prioritiesidentified by the Triba governments will be published
upon the conclusion of these hearings.

The gods and objectives that Indian Country has identified as priorities will guide the continuing
development and refinement of the committee s legidative agenda for the 107" session of the Congress.
