* he was co-chai rman of President Reagan’s Commi ssion on

Reservati on Econom es, and was Assistant Secretary -

I ndian Affairs from 1985-1989.



M. Swimer is currently the Director of the Ofice of
I ndian Trust and if confirnmed would be the third Speci al
Tr ust ee.

We have received nunerous letters regarding this nom nee
—sone opposed, but nost supportive of M. Swimmer. These and
other letters that are received in the next two weeks wll be
made part of the Record.

At the confirmation hearing of the |ast Special Trustee,
Tom Sl onaker, | expressed ny frustration with the pace of
trust reform
